Code of Conduct for Instructors and Assistant Instructors
General Rules

· It is not compulsory for instructors to participate in warm up sessions within each lesson.

· It is a requirement that the instructors assist and advise lower grade students in their warm up practice.

· All students (excluding SIBOKS and Club Owners) must bow when entering or leaving the hall.

· All students (excluding SIBOKS and Club Owners) must bow before and after talking to a senior grade.

· Assistant Instructors are in place to maintain good discipline, conduct and respect within the club.

· Assistant Instructors are in place to assist instructors and aid lower grade students in their training of Martial Arts.

· Instructors are in place to maintain that the Assistant Instructors manage good discipline, conduct and respect within the club.

· SiBok grades and club owners are in place to maintain that the Instructors manage good discipline, conduct and respect within the club.

Respect for Others

· The instructor and assistant instructors will respect the rights, dignity and worth of students.

· The instructor and assistant instructors will treat everyone equally regardless of sex, ethnic origin, religion or ability.

· The instructor and assistant instructors will be a positive role model for the students.

Ensure a Positive Experience

· The instructor and assistant instructors will ensure that for each student that is instructed, the time spent will be a positive experience.

· The instructor and assistant instructors will respect the talent, developmental stage and goals of each student.

· The instructor and assistant instructors will be fair, considerate and honest with students and communicate with students using simple, clear language.

Act Professionally and Take Responsibility for my Actions

· The instructor and assistant instructors language, manner, punctuality preparation and presentation will demonstrate high standards.

· The instructor and assistant instructors will display control, respect, dignity and professionalism to all involved in the Martial Arts.

· The instructor and assistant instructors will encourage the students to demonstrate the same qualities.

· The instructor and assistant instructors will not drink alcohol, smoke or take illegal drugs at training sessions.

· The instructor and assistant instructors will refrain from any form of personal abuse towards students and others, including verbal, physical and emotional abuse.

· To support the above any instructor giving out press ups as a form of maintaining discipline will adhere to the following:

· Maximum of 5 press ups for under 18s

· Maximum of 20 press ups for over 18s

If disruption within the class continues then a chief instructor must be informed.

· The instructor and assistant instructors will be alert to any form of abuse from sources directed towards students in their care.

Quality Service to the Students

· The instructor and assistant instructors will seek continual improvement through performance evaluation and ongoing Martial Arts education.

· The instructors and assistant instructors will be knowledgeable about Martial Arts rules.

· The instructor and assistant instructors will ensure that the equipment, rules, training and the environment are appropriate for the age and ability of the students.

· The instructor and assistant instructors will encourage students to seek medical advice when required.
