        Club Child Protection Policy

1. The Hull Kung Fu Organisation aims to create and offer an enjoyable and safe environment for all children wishing to participate in training and other activities arranged by the club.

2. The organisation accepts that children and young people have a right to be safe, secure and free from threat.

3. The organisation acknowledges that children and young people have a right to be treated with respect and their concerns to be listened to and acted upon.

4. The organisation will ensure that junior members have a specific programme and facilities designated for them with adequate supervision.

5. The organisation will ensure that coaches are aware of this Child Protection Policy and that coaches will have access to training in Child Protection and will be subject to vetting procedures.

6. The organisation will ensure that any coach, organisation members and helpers working with children and young people are aware of the principles of the organisations Child Protection Policy and that of our governing body and have signed a self declaration form in respect of Child Protection.

7. The organisation has an adult official with specific responsibility for the welfare of children and young people in the club. The designated Child Protection Officer/Co-ordinator is Odette Mitchell.

8. The organisation has procedures in place to help any child or young person who requests help and support on a confidential basis.

9. This procedure ill be regularly reviewed and amended as required.
