Child Protection Policy
1. Introduction

The organisation and its members, officers, coaches, club officials, and parents supporting activities as helpers, all share a common responsibility and duty of care to keep our children safe.

This responsibility is summarised in the provisions of the Children’s Act of 1989, which holds that the welfare of the child is of paramount importance. By ensuring the protection of the children in our clubs and organisation as a whole, we are able to make a vital contribution to maintaining their welfare.

2. The organisation will work to provide:

· An environment in which children feel safe, secure, valued and respected.

· A place where they can feel confident to talk openly and be sure of being listened to.

· Lessons, which promote self-esteem and give children the knowledge and skills to make positive choices.

· Support for children, parents, coaches and other officials in difficult situations relating to child protection.

· Training for coaches to enable them to identify children at risk from abuse, respond to disclosures of abuse and report such to a responsible professional.

· A designated Child Protection Officer for each club within the organisation’s membership with a specific responsibility for the welfare of children within that organisation.

3. Organisations Policy for Child Protection

a. Children will be helped to understand the need for ‘being safe’ and ways in which they can help to protect themselves and others.

b. The setting of high standards and expectations in respect to etiquette and good behaviour, both from children and adults, will reinforce what is acceptable behaviour towards each other, and of course that which is not.

c. Lessons will be carefully structured in adherence to published safety guidelines. Lessons will be delivered in a sensible and sensitive way.

d. Children will be encouraged to develop their self-esteem, allowing them to understand the dangers of abuse, how they can help themselves, be protected and who can be trusted.

e. Opportunities will be given to children to discuss and voice their feelings and develop an understanding that it is right to say “No!” in certain situations.

f. For the safety and welfare of children while present at their clubs, they must be constantly supervised during the time they are in our care.

g. Adult visitors to the club must be identified.

h. Either a written note or an advance verbal communication must be required for any occasion when a child is to be collected by an unknown person either during or at the end of a lesson.

i. Consent forms will be obtained from parents or guardians in respect of the use of any image of any child, or where the child is to take part in any activity away from the usual training premises e.g., competitions, courses or outings.

4. Child Protection Policy Statement

Those working with children within the organisation and its clubs will:

a. Adopt at all times a professional manner, and maintain the highest standards of personal behaviour.

b. Be aware that it is possible to enter into a situation, which can either be misconstrued, or maliciously manipulated by others.  For example if a coach or official is alone with a child in the training hall, changing rooms or any other location, they are open to the possibility of allegations being made as to their behaviour, actions or motivations.

c. Be vigilant and aware of how actions can be open to misinterpretation.

d. Ensure they do not appear to show more interest in or favouritism to one child over another.

e. Be particularly aware that physical contact, perhaps to develop an understanding of a particular technique can be misconstrued by an observer, or the student.

f. Never swear, use or respond to sexual innuendo.

g. Develop and use training methods that are appropriate whether children are training as part of a group or individually.

h. Ensure that, as far as possible they are never alone when working with a child on a one to one basis. If for any reason this becomes unavoidable then a parent or guardian of the student should be informed that this has occurred, in order to safeguard the position of the Coach or official concerned.

i. Children should not, except in an emergency, travel whether singly or in groups in the Coach’s car or to the Coach’s home. Under regular circumstances a child or children should only do so when the Coach is accompanied by a further responsible adult. The presence of other adults is the soundest protection against false accusations.

j. Conduct all dealings with children in an open environment, in full view of others at all times, ensuring that behaviour can be observed.

k. Ensure that during hours or trips away from the club, another adult is always present, and if the group comprises of girls and boys that both male and female adults are present. Two adults will always be present if it becomes necessary to visit a child’s room, and during the visit the door should always be left open.

l. Report any concerns in respect of Child Protection (neglect, physical, emotional or sexual) in confidence, and without delay to the designated Child Protection Officer or other responsible person who will provide advice and recommend any necessary action.

m. Ensure that in any case of an allegation, disclosure, or suspicion of child abuse, that no discussion of the case will take place with any other person, other than if appropriate the Police or other appropriate professional agency e/g., Social Services Department or the NSPCC, before the designated Child Protection Officer has been contacted.

n. When reporting an allegation, disclosure, or suspicion you must record information, including all relevant details (including the nature of the allegation, background information on all parties involved, the period of time to which the allegation relates and the degree to which the information is known to be based in fact rather than opinion or hearsay).

o. At no time make any comment to the media, and any requests to do so shall be referred to the designated Child Protection Officer.

p. Remember that where an allegation of improper behaviour has been made, the conduct of the adult reputing the allegation in terms of their professional and personal behaviour and the manner in which they deal and report the allegation will in itself be an important element in any subsequent investigation.

q. For Child Abuse, and in particular Child Sexual Abuse to take place, the child and adult or adults involved will generally be alone, away from public view. In view of this simple truth, the best possible defence for a Coach, Official or helper against a false allegation being made against them is to ensure that they avoid all situations when they are alone with a child and their actions are not being observed.

5. Child Protection Panel

a. In support of its Child Protection Policy the organisation shall appoint a Child Protection Panel.

b. The Child Protection Panel shall consist of a minimum of three members, who shall be appointed by the Executive Committee of the Organisation.

c. Panel members shall serve until such time as they resign their position, or a motion of the Executive Committee terminates their membership.

d. The Panel shall be responsible for:

· Providing advice and support as required to Member organisations, Child Protection Officers and Coaches.

· Monitoring the operation of the Child Protection Policies of the Organisation.

· Where required to investigate complaints on any other matter relating to Child Protection within the organisation, including investigations into any allegation against a Coach or other individual within the organisations membership.

· Any other duties requested of it by the Executive Committee from time to time.

6. What is Child Abuse?

Child Abuse is the repeated maltreatment or neglect of a child resulting in harm and/or injury. It can occur anywhere, in all levels of society from the most affluent to the most poverty stricken; in rural areas, inner cities or the suburbs.

Children are vulnerable to abuse by adults from all walks of life. One or both parents or guardians may be responsible. So may teachers, youth workers or social workers. There have been cases where abuse has taken place in the context of sports clubs, including a number where a martial arts instructor has been convicted of the serious abuse of children.

Child abuse can take several forms:

· Neglect: a general failure to care adequately for the child in terms of providing basic necessities and standards of care e.g., cleanliness, adequate clothing, or a proper diet.

· Emotional Abuse: may include a failure to provide warmth, attention, supervision and normal living experiences.

· Verbal Abuse: may include excessive shouting, belittling and teasing.

· Physical Abuse: may include shaking, beating and burning.

· Sexual Abuse: may include incest and other unlawful sexual activity both inside and outside the family circle.

A child may be the victim of a combination of more than one form of abuse. Abuse of children is a common occurrence, and over 5,000 cases are reported each year. It is believed that many thousands more cases go unreported. The effects of Child Abuse are severe, with impairment of normal physical, mental and emotional development.

7. Identifying Abuse

The first step towards protecting children from abuse is developing awareness that abuse can and frequently does occur, and being able to identify possible key signs and behaviour patterns in abused children.

Identifying signs of abuse can be difficult and challenging. In many cases a formal medical diagnosis is required. However a Coach or Club Official may be able to identify key warning signs.

a. Neglect:

Possible signs may include:

· A child appearing poorly fed or seeming significantly underweight or small in stature for their age.

· A child with poor personal hygiene or who is poorly clad.

· Lingering illnesses, which appear not to be attended to.

· Reddish/purple hands and feet, which feel cold at any time of the year.

· Swollen limbs with slow healing sores.

· Poor skin condition, persistent rashes or sores without medical explanation.

· A voracious (greedy) appetite when away at competitions and courses.

· A tendency for the child to stay in one position for an unnatural length of time.

· Inadequate supervision e.g., where a child is not collected after a class and left to find their own way home, particularly in younger children.

· Indiscriminate relationships with adults, often seeking attention and affection from older children and adults outside their own family.

b. Emotional and/or Verbal Abuse:

Victims of these forms of abuse are frequently characterised as having low self-esteem and self-confidence as a result of constant belittlement and bullying by the adults who most influence them. Key warning signs that may be present include:

· Babyish behaviour (although general immaturity does not signify abuse).

· Attempts to self-harm.

· Attention seeking.

· Repeated disruptive behaviour.

· Excessive shyness.

· The inability to look at an adult who is speaking to them.

c. Physical Abuse:

Victims of physical abuse may show behavioural signs as well as obvious evidence of physical harm. Behavioural signs that many be seen include:

· A lack of interest in lessons or loss of willingness to pay attention.

· Aggressive behaviour or severe tantrums.

· An air of detachment.

· Overly compliant behaviour or a ‘watchful’ attitude.

· A child who becomes agitated or reverts to less mature behaviour whilst waiting to be collected following a lesson.

· A child who shows reluctance to leave a lesson on collection by an adult.

In addition to behavioural signs, such as those listed above, Coaches and Officials should be aware of physical injuries in children. They should however bear in mind at all times that children frequently suffer injuries during the course of play that have no relation whatsoever to abuse. They should further bear in mind at all times, that they are only in a position to view any injury that is visible during the normal and proper conduct of a lesson.

The following areas of the body are common sites for accidental injury and may be regarded as of a lower level of concern:

· The forehead and crown of the head.

· Bony spinal column.

· Elbows, knees, shins and hips.

Other body areas are less common sites for accidental injuries and should therefore be regarded with a greater degree of concern:

· The eyes and ears.

· The cheeks and mouth.

· The neck and shoulder.

· The chest and abdomen.

· Upper arms.

· Inner thighs.

· Genitals and buttocks.

· Front and rear of thigh.

It is not only the location of injuries that should give possible cause for concern and attention, as certain specific forms of injury may also be signs of possible physical abuse:

Bruising
Any bruising may be a cause for concern, but particularly where:

· The outline of the hand or a stick can be seen.

· Signs of finger tips or grasp marks around the arms, upper body, face or cheeks.

· Bruising around the ears, side of head or black eyes are seen.

· There are areas where old and new bruising are both seen.

· Soft tissue bruising if seen with no obvious explanation.

· Bruising to the lower back, buttocks, groin or breast can be seen.

· Bruising in or around the mouth is seen.

· Multiple bruising around or under fingernails is seen.

Scars
Whilst many children receive knocks that leave scars, concern should be shown where a child has a number of scars, of different ages, particularly if accompanied by unexplained bruising. Particular concern should be shown with any scar of an unusual shape, those that appear not to have received treatment, or tattoos.

Burns/Scalds
It is extremely difficult to distinguish between accidental and deliberate burns and scalds. Concern and suspicion should be raised by:

· The uniform depth of a burn over a wide area.

· A pattern of splash marks around but ‘leading’ away from the main burn, which is often an indicator of hot liquid being thrown.

· Brand marks.

· Cigarette burns, which are indicated by the depth of discoloration and the base of the burn, which is often visible during the stages of healing.

Bites
Where a bite mark on a child measures more than 3 centimetres across it is almost certain that it has been caused by someone with permanent teeth, i.e., an older child or adult.

Eyeballs
Retinal haemorrhages can be caused by chest compression or violent shaking of the body. (NB this is a sign that is likely to be detected only on a medical examination).

d. Sexual Abuse:

In the normal context of club activities it is probable that no outward physical signs of sexual abuse may be apparent. Indeed, if proper forms of behaviour are being observed such signs should never be observed. Where visible Child Protection Officers should be aware this may be indicative of acute or chronic abuse, perhaps associated with other signs of abusive treatment.

Physical Signs:

Bruises to the lower back, abdomen and buttocks, ‘love bites’ to the neck of young children, damage to anus or genitalia, infection or obvious signs of pregnancy at an early age.

NB The majority of the above physical signs should not be detectable in the normal context of coaching.

Behavioural Signs:

While physical evidence of sexual abuse is unlikely to be observable, significant changes in a child’s behaviour patterns may raise suspicion of sexual abuse taking place. These changes in behaviour may manifest themselves in different ways to the age of the child:



Primary School age to early teens

· Sexually precocious behaviour.

· Drawings and play of a sexual nature inappropriate to the age of the child.

· Regressive behaviour e.g., soiling and wetting.

· Poor self esteem.

· Recurring headaches or abdominal pains.

· Deterioration of schoolwork.



Adolescence

· Suicidal gestures.

· Self-mutilation.

· Promiscuity.

· Anorexia Nervosa or Bulimia.

· Sleep disturbance.

· Depression and inward withdrawal.

· Running away.

· Avoidance of sexuality (e.g., a young girl dressing in dowdy or more masculine clothing to ‘disguise’ her developing feminine characteristics and attributes).

· Hysterical reactions.

· Fits and states of paralysis.

· Abuse of other children (particularly in boys).

· Confusion with ordinary affectionate physical contact.

Appendix Three

The Designated Child Protection Officer

1. Every adult member of our member organisations and clubs has an individual responsibility for ensuring the safety and welfare of children and young people in accordance with the Child Protection Policy.

2. Notwithstanding 1 above, the organisation and each affiliated club shall appoint a designated Child Protection Officer.

3. The Child Protection Officer has full discretion on matters, which may be brought to his/her attention.

4. The Child Protection Officer will act with complete discretion on issues, which may come under his/her remit, in accordance with the extreme sensitivity such issues may require.

5. The Child Protection Officer shall be available to any member, parent or others who are concerned for the welfare and safety of any child or young person within the club.

6. The Child Protection Officer will be responsible for implementing appropriate vetting procedures as required for all adults of whatever status who may from time to time become involved in club activities, including coaches and helpers involved in taking children and young people to and from competitions etc.

7. The Child Protection Officer will be required to take up references in respect of any potential coach or club helper and obtain completed self-declaration forms for such candidates.
Appendix Four
Guidelines for Managing a Disclosure by a Child that he or she is being subjected to abuse

1. While coaches, other responsible officials and helpers may observe physical or behavioural signs indicating a child may be being subjected to abuse, it is also possible that a child may disclose to them directly that they are being abused.

2. If such a disclosure is made the adult concerned must bear in mind that the manner of their response is vital to the child concerned. Many victims of child abuse state that a supportive response from the first person to whom they disclosed their abuse was the first step in their recovery.

3. The following guidelines are recommended for the management of what may be the most sensitive and important responsibility they ever encounter:

· Respond promptly with your full attention, remain calm, reassure and comfort the child as appropriate.

· Communicate at the child’s pace, without exerting pressure, do not press for details the child is not ready to reveal, a task for professionals that may require extensive investigation and counselling.

· Explain that you cannot promise to keep anything the child tells you a secret.

· Ask whether the child has informed anyone else of the alleged abuse.

· Record the information you have been offered comprehensively and accurately including the time and date of the disclosure.

· Inform an appropriate colleague of professional status at the earliest possible time.

· If necessary seek support for yourself in coping with a possible emotional reaction to the information disclosed.

Appendix Five
Recommended guidelines for reporting suspicions for a disclosure of child abuse

1. If you suspect, but are unsure that a child within your group is being subjected to abuse, you should discuss your concern with the clubs Senior Coach and the Child Protection Officer, who have overall responsibility for the club and the welfare of its junior members. Your suspicions should be discussed and a decision reached. Act promptly but sensibly, remembering the interests of the child are of central importance.

2. Make every effort to avoid being alarmist. In cases which do not involve serious physical or sexual abuse a sensible course of action is to contact the child’s schoolteacher, who may already have concerns of their own, which your contact may help to clarify.

3. Anyone who has suspicions of or information relating to cases of serious physical or sexual abuse has a duty to report their concern and it is imperative that a report is made, urgently, to a professional agency. Dependant on the severity of the abuse this means a direct approach to the Police, your Local Authority’s Social Services Department or the NSPCC.

4. Regardless of the nature of the abuse or its severity, the adult making any report should observe the following procedure and ensure that the information being reported:

· Is relevant, accurate and up to date.

· Is presented in the context of your roles and responsibilities.

· Distinguishes between direct observation, that are gained from reliable sources, and ‘opinion’.

· Is presented to an appropriate individual or agency.

5. Following the making of the report to a professional agency the adult reporting the alleged abuse should further ensure that:

· Any written information or records relating to the allegation is stored in a secure placed and that the confidentially of the report is guaranteed.

· That a report is made to the club or organisations Child Protection Officer if that officer is not already aware of the alleged or suspect child abuse.
Appendix Six
The Use of Images of Children

1. The use of images of children, whether photographic or on videotape for the reporting of or promotion of martial arts clubs or organisations is commonplace. There is however concerns that such images featuring children must be used responsibly in order to ensure their publication do not place children at risk.

2. It must be realised that the publishing of an image may lead to persons outside the child’s circle of classmates, friends and family identifying that child, and subsequently attempting to make improper contact with them.

3. In order to assist responsible officers the following guidelines have been prepared after examination of general advice issued by the Department of Education and other interested organisation, and may be used to consider the use of cameras or video recorders at any lesson or other event, and subsequent public images in a variety of media including promotional literature, newspaper or magazine reports or the internet.

4. The following procedure must be taken into account when considering the use of images:

· Formal consent from the parent or guardian of a child shown in an image being considered for use, for whatever purpose, must be obtained prior to use. (Please see Appendices 8 and 9, for a sample Parental Release Form and an example of a completed form).

· A description of the image, any captioning proposed and the intended use of the image must be entered on the Release Form prior to its presentation to the parent or guardian for endorsement.

· When selecting images avoid where possible those showing individuals in close-up, and instead use general images of group or team activities.

· Consider with care when captioning images. Where it is decided to add captions under no circumstances should information be included that would allow the address or phone number of the child to be identified.

· While children may wish to have their names published in connection with and event report or in promotional material, consent for such captioning must be included on the Parental Release Form. Generally only first names should be used in captioning, particularly if images will be distributed outside the ‘closed’ circulation of the club to a more general ‘open’ one. Preferably children should not be named.

· Use only images where children are suitably attired. For example a photograph showing children with bare chests in any form of activity should not be used.

Guidelines for out of club activities

1. It is commonplace for member organisations and clubs to organise ‘out of club activities’ away from the normal training venue in addition to standard lessons. Such activities may include:

· Visits to other clubs for training or inter club ‘friendlies’.

· Attendance at championships, whether as competitors or spectators.

· Attendance at formal technical courses or grading examinations.

These activities may take the form of a ‘day trip’, a visit to an event, which requires an overnight stay away from home, or even a trip abroad lasting several days.

2. Regardless of the nature of the out of club activity, the formal consent of the parent or guardian of each child concerned must be obtained prior to the event. This consent must take the form of the issue and completion of an approved Consent Form. The Consent Form must include:

· A description of the nature of the event.

· Event timings and locations.

· Where the event will involve travel away from the standard training venue, details of travel arrangements and the planned return time from the event.

· Where overnight accommodation is to be provided full accommodation details are required.

· Full details of welfare arrangements in pace i.e., supervision and chaperoning arrangements etc.

· A designated club officer not participating in the activity who may be contacted as a liaison officer by a parent or guardian if circumstances require.

3. In addition to the above organisers must ensure that full details of any relevant personal information is requested and taken into account and appropriate questions put to parents or guardians in obtaining consent for their child’s participation in any event. This should include:

· Details of any relevant medical condition affecting a child and details of medication being taken.

· Details of any allergies suffered and in particular whether a child has suffered at any previous time an anaphylactic shock as a result of an allergic reaction.

· Any special dietary requirements.

4. In light of the above, organisers of such activities are advised that they should avoid the use of a standard consent form and should use a specifically designed form for each primary form of activity, i.e., day trips, overnight stays and trips abroad.

It is strongly recommended that all affiliated organisations and clubs utilise the various consent forms published as part of this Child Protection Policy.

5. Organisers must not under any circumstances permit the participation of any child in any out of club activity where consent has either not been obtained, or especially where consent has been refused. Failure to obtain a properly completed form and consent will leave the club officials liable to civil or criminal action in the case of a serious misfortune.

Similarly club officials must not ignore any item of information declared on the consent form, and if in doubt must liase with the parent or guardian concerned and seek advice as required from their organisation.

6. Organisers are advised that it is essential that the following items are carried with them on any out of club activity:

· Copies of the consent form for every child attending.

· Contact telephone numbers for the parents/guardians of each child attending.

· A first aid kit.

Additionally a further copy of the consent form must be logged with the nominated non-travelling liaison officer.

7. Organisers must also ensure that there is adequate supervision of the party in the form of club officials and designated leaders.

The minimum ratio of adults to children is as follows:

· Day trips

1 adult to 15 children

· Overnight stays
1 adult to 10 children

· Trips abroad
1 adult to 10 children

It is also essential that in mixed sex groups that there is always an adult of each gender available as a chaperone. Therefore in a group as small as five children if both boys and girls are present there must be a male and female adult in attendance.

8. All designated helpers attending the trip must as a minimum have completed a self-declaration form prior to being permitted to join the group.

9. Organisers must be aware that if organising an event or series of events (e.g., a holiday ‘summer school’ involving attendance over several days, or a residential course) where children are to be involved in activities exceeding two hours per day that they should seek advice of their Local Authority Social Services Department.

While interpretations of the Children’s Act 1989 tend to vary from one Local Authority to another, some Social Services Departments require that all such events be formally registered with them.
